Enrolment

After we receive your enrolment form, we will check your selections and
send you an email (up to one business day), and an invoice for payment.

Payment

Payment of the full amount is required before the due date stated in the
invoice and payment must be made by local bank transfer as detailed in the
invoice. Please note: a second invoice will not be sent unless requested by
the student.

Failure to pay the Payment before the due date will result in non-registration
with WSET, and therefore you will not be registered for the online course
nor the exam.
